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1. LOCATION AND EXISTING CONDITIONS

a. Location (attach location map to supplement narrative description)

The project limits extend along St. Charles Road from Monterey Ave to 390 feet west of IL Route
83. The total project length is 360 ft (0.07 miles). The project is located within the Village of Villa
Park and the City of Elmhurst in DuPage County, lllinois. See Exhibit E-1.1 for the Project
Location Map.

b. Description of Existing Facility - Give narrative description, including such items as width of travel, parking and
turn lanes, sidewalks, alignment, traffic control devices, utilities, jurisdiction, maintenance responsibility, drainage,
terrain and current land use (including major public facilities and local landmarks). Attach existing typical sections
showing roadway widths, bridge widths, ROW widths, sidewalk widths, guardrail, curb and gutter and surface
types.

Roadway Facilities

The project is located within the Village of Villa Park and City of EImhurst in DuPage County. St.
Charles Road is a minor arterial under Villa Park’s jurisdiction. St. Charles Road is a suburban
section with two lanes in each direction and 5 ft sidewalks on both sides of the road. There are
also sidewalk connections in the northerly/southerly direction that connect to the Salt Creek
Greenway Trail. A portion of the trail is located underneath the St. Charles Road bridge. The
sidewalks that run along the trail to the north and south are located within the Forest Preserve
District of DuPage County and IDOT properties, respectively.

The westernmost project limits begin at Monterey Avenue and end approximately 100 ft east of
the St. Charles Road bridge. Within the project limits, St. Charles Road is a 5-lane section that
consists of 10.5 ft outside lanes, 11 ft inside lanes, and a 10 ft wide left turn lane. Existing right-of-
way width is generally 33 ft from the centerline of the roadway on St. Charles Road. See Exhibit
E-2.0 for the existing typical section.

A design speed of 30 MPH is utilized within the project limits (based on IDOT 3R Criteria). The
posted speed limit is 30 MPH. On street parking is prohibited on St. Charles Road. There are
commercial businesses and private residences within the project limits.

IL Route 83 (Kingery Highway) is located approximately 390 feet east of the bridge. IL Route 83
is located in the City of EImhurst and is under IDOT'’s jurisdiction. It is a rural section with three
lanes in each direction and separated by a median. Northbound and southbound dual lefts are
located at the intersection with St. Charles Road.

Bridge Facilities
The St. Charles Road Bridge over Salt Creek is located within the jurisdictions of the Village of

Villa Park and the City of Elmhurst. The northwest, northeast and southeast quadrants of the
bridge are located in the City of EImhurst and the southwest quadrant is located in the Village of
Villa Park. An agreement between the two municipalities obligates Villa Park with 100% of the
maintenance responsibilities for the bridge.

The existing bridge width is 55 feet. The structure is a simple three span, 17" deep PPC deck
beam bridge with asphalt overlay and poured concrete sidewalks and parapets. The asphalt
wearing surface varies from 2” to 4 4" over a waterproofing membrane system. The substructure
is rated a 7. The abutments are cantilevered walls and the piers are solid walls both in good
condition with minor spalls and cracks.

There is some evidence of scour at the bridge. Some of the more significant scour issues appear
to be due to the 78” diameter storm sewer outfall located in the vicinity of the SW quadrant of the
bridge. Unless the bridge is realigned or storm sewer outfall is relocated, these scour issues will
continue regardless of substructure replacement. While evidence of some scour was found, the
bridge is in generally good condition. The National Bridge Inventory System (NBIS) scour rating
for the bridge is an 8.

Horizontal and Vertical Alignment
Within the project limits, the St. Charles Road profile is fairly level with longitudinal grades ranging
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up to 2%. The horizontal alignment is comprised of a 110 ft tangent on the bridge between two
large horizontal curves with radii of approximately 14,750 ft and 8,810 ft. The alignment bears
generally east-west through DuPage County.

Traffic Control Devices
Within the project limits, Monterey Avenue intersects with St. Charles Road at a stop-controlled
intersection for the north-south direction.

Pavement Structure

According to information provided in the 1978 St. Charles Road Bridge Plans, the existing
pavement structure within the project limits consists of 1.5” HMA Surface Course, 2.5" HMA
Binder Course, 11” HMA Base Course, and 4” Aggregate Subbase.

Land Use
Within the project limits, the properties along the south side of St. Charles Road are generally
commercial and the properties along the north side are residential and commercial.

Existing Trail
The Salt Creek Greenway Trail is located within the project limits and a portion of it is underneath

the St. Charles Road bridge. The Forest Preserve District of DuPage County (FPDDC) entered
an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Elmhurst Park District (EPD) that authorized EPD to
maintain the trail within the project limits.

Drainage
St. Charles Road is flanked by curb and gutter and is drained by an existing storm sewer system

that outlets directly to Salt Creek. There is some off-site area that also appears to drain to the
roadway drainage system. The runoff outlets to Salt Creek via the roadway storm sewer system
and overland flow when the storm sewer system capacity is exceeded. There is an existing 78”
storm sewer that passes through the west abutment and outlets at the southwest end of the west
slopewall.

Parking
On-street parking is not permitted on St. Charles Road within the project limits.

Utilities
Existing utilities located within the project limits include natural gas (underground),
telecomunication (underground), cable television (underground), water, storm sewer, and sanitary
sewer.

See Appendix E for Utility Correspondence.

AT&T (Appendix E-1)

AT&T has manholes, duct structure (21 & 24 duct packages), and buried facilities located on
the north side of St. Charles Road. The duct packages are located inside the 2’ utility gap
between the two outer deck beams on the north side of the bridge. There are nine ducts
running through the 2’ gap on the north side of the bridge.

AT&T’s facilities will need to be relocated to accommodate the proposed bridge superstructure
improvement.

BP Pipeline (Appendix E-2)
BP Pipeline underground facilities are located along the east side of IL Route 83. No conflicts
are anticipated with the proposed improvements.

Buckeye Partners (Appendix E-3)
Buckeye underground facilities are located along the west and east side of IL Route 83. No
conflicts are anticipated with the proposed improvements.

City of Elmhurst (Appendix E-4)
Existing utilities located within the project limits include lighting, water, storm sewer, and
sanitary sewer.
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City of Elmhurst (continued)

Two storm sewer manholes are anticipated to be adjusted since they are located within the
roadway resurfacing limit and new sidewalk re-grading. They are located north of the centerline
at Station 86+00 and Station 86+80, respectively.

The City also has existing fiber and street lighting along the north side of St. Charles Road.
One light pole located on the northwest corner of the bridge is anticipated to be relocated off of
the bridge structure. It is anticipated that both fiber and street lighting conduits will need to be
relocated to accommodate the proposed bridge superstructure improvement.

Comcast (Appendix E-5)

Comcast has underground facilities located along the south side of St. Charles Road. Comcast
noted that their facilities are located outside the limits of work. No conflicts are anticipated with
the proposed improvements.

Level 3 Communications (Appendix E-6)
Level 3 underground facilities are located along the west side of IL Route 83. No conflicts are
anticipated with the proposed improvements.

Nicor Gas (Appendix E-7)
6” gas mains are located within the project limits, but no conflicts are anticipated with the
proposed scope of work.

Sunesys (Appendix E-8)
Sunesys underground facilities are located along the north side of St. Charles Road, just east
of the bridge. Based on atlas maps received, there are no conflicts anticipated with the
proposed scope of work.

Village of Villa Park (Appendix E-9)
Existing utilities located within the project limits include water, storm sewer, and sanitary sewer.

Two sanitary manholes and two storm sewer structures are anticipated to be adjusted since
they are located within the roadway resurfacing limits. They are located just south of the
centerline between Station 85+80 to Station 86+00.

West Shore Pipeline (Appendix E-10)
West Shore Pipeline underground facilities are located along IL Route 83. No conflicts are
anticipated with the proposed improvements.

The St. Charles Road Bridge over Salt Creek is located within the jurisdictions of the Village of
Villa Park and the City of Elmhurst. The northwest, northeast and southeast quadrants of the
bridge are located in the City of EImhurst and the southwest quadrant is located in the Village of
Villa Park. A copy of the Structure Master Report for the St. Charles Road Bridge structure is
included in Appendix A-2.1 (Coordination-BLRS).

A copy of the Bridge Condition Report (BCR) is provided under a separate cover. The BCR
approval letter from IDOT Central Bridge Office (CBO) is included under Appendix A-4.1
(Coordination — CBO). The Preliminary Bridge Design and Hydraulic Report (PBDHR), submitted
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on 9/21/2016, was approved by the CBO on 12/8/2016. The PBDHR approval letter is included
under Appendix A-4.2 (Coordination — CBO).

St. Charles Road

Within the project limits, St. Charles Road widens out to a 5 lane section that consists of 10.5 ft
outside lanes, 11 ft inside lanes, and a 10 ft wide left turn lane. Just west of the bridge, the
roadway is 53 ft (e-e of pavement) wide. Within the bridge section, the roadway is 55 ft (f-f of curb)
wide. There are 5 ft sidewalks along both sides of St. Charles Road. The existing right-of-way
width varies from 33 ft to 50 ft from the centerline of the roadway. Towards the midpoint of the
bridge, the south side right-of-way widens an additional 11 ft to provide room for the existing
exclusive eastbound right turn lane onto IL Route 83 (Kingery Hwy).

The existing bridge has been determined by IDOT to be deficient and in need of repair. The bridge
has been weight-limit posted by the Village of Villa Park. With the existing substructure in good
condition, the purpose of this project is to replace the superstructure and address maintenance
concerns.

The proposed improvements include minor widening of the roadway to accommodate five lanes at
11 ft wide and the replacement of the bridge superstructure. In addition, per the City of EImhurst’s
request and Villa Park’s approval, the improvements include an eastbound right turn lane taper
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just east of the wingwall to improve traffic channelization on St. Charles Road.

Approximately ten to fifteen feet of the top of the wingwalls will be replaced at all four corners to
accommodate the widening. The superstructure will be replaced with 17" deep PPC Deck beams
and a 5” concrete wearing surface which results in raising the roadway profile by approximately 3
inches. The sidewalk and the parapet will cantilever 6” off of the proposed new deck beams.

The existing 2’ gaps between the outside beams for utilities will be removed. Any utilities to be
maintained will be coordinated with the utility companies. The relocated utility facilities will be
constructed in conduits attached to the new parapet walls.

The abutments and piers will be repaired with Structural Repair of Concrete (< 5”) and Epoxy
Crack Sealing. The approaches will be widened 1 ft to the north and south and resurfaced with
asphalt.

The existing roadway storm sewer system will remain in place with rims to be adjusted as needed.
There is one drainage outlet within the project limits. A separate Hydraulic Report and Location
Drainage Study (LDS) was submitted on 9/2/2016 and approved by the Bureau of Local Roads on
10/6/2016. See Exhibit E-7.0 for the Location Drainage Executive Summary. The approval from
the Bureau of Local Roads and Streets (BLRS) Drainage Coordinator is located in Appendix A-2.3
(Coordination — BLRS). The Village received the Regulated Floodway Construction Permit from
IDOT on 12/1/2016. A copy of the permit is located in Appendix A-2.4.

Scour countermeasures will be implemented at the piers and all of the debris will be removed from
the west pier.

The proposed improvements will be completed using staged construction. The construction can be
accomplished in three stages that involve shifting and merging traffic to one lane in each direction
across the north and south halves of the bridge. Because of the bridge’s proximity to the IL Route
83 and St. Charles Road intersection, temporary traffic signals are necessary to accommodate the
lane shifts and lane reductions. In addition, one of the the northbound left turn lanes will need to be
closed due to one receiving lane on St. Charles Road. Refer to Sections #14 and #16 for the
Traffic Control and Mangement Plan. See Exhibits E-2.0, E-3.0, and E-5.1-5.2 for proposed typical
section, plan and profile, and maintenance of traffic plan sheets.

d. Discuss items affecting improvement such as hazardous mailbox supports, parking and truck restrictions, mail
delivery from traffic lanes, justification (including warrants) for multi-way stop signs, traffic signals and other
traffic control and railroad protective devices, stage construction, nearby airports, and additional lighting:

The project will be built using staged construction; no detour route is anticipated. During
construction, there are no planned truck restrictions along St. Charles Road. Due to the shift in
traffic to accommodate the bridge construction, temporary traffic signals at IL Route 83 are
warranted during the first two stages of construction.

Existing commercial driveways within the construction zone will remain open. Existing mail delivery
routes along St. Charles Road are expected to be maintained since traffic will be allowed.

A crash analysis was performed for the years 2011 through 2015 within the project limits. The
City of Elmhurst and Village of Villa Park provided crash data from their respective Police
Departments. A total number of 20 crashes occurred within the project limits, from the
westernmost intersection of St. Charles Road and Monterey Avenue to 390" west of IL Route 83.

The most common crash type was rear end with 8 crashes (40%), followed by 6 turning crashes
(830%), and 3 sideswiped (Same Direction) (15%). 14 of the 20 crashes (70%) occurred during
the daytime and 16 of the 20 crashes (80%) occurred on dry pavement during clear weather
conditions.

See Exhibit E-4.1 for a table detailing the year and type of collision and Exhibit E-4.2 for locations
of these crashes. All of the crashes occurred at the intersections of Monterey Avenue and St.
Charles Road. No crashes were reported on the bridge.

b. Analyze available crash data including results of field check. Discussion should include high crash locations,
critical wet weather sites, and other crash patterns.

Based on the reported crash data, the data was inconclusive as to the cause of rear end and
turning crashes.

The side swipe crashes could be attributed to narrow lane widths within the project limits of St.
Charles Road. In addition, the bi-directional left turn lane is only 10 ft wide. Narrow lanes may be
causing drivers to encroach onto the adjacent lanes; resulting in sideswipe collisions.

C. Describe how the proposed project will address any crash issues.

The proposed improvements include roadway and bridge widening to accommodate five 11 ft
lanes and comply with standard minimum lane widths. Pavement marking striping will be installed
to improve channelization of the bi-directional left turn lane. A combination of these improvements
will provide sufficient lane widths and improved channelization which may address the sideswipe
crashes.
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Also, an eastbound right turn lane taper just east of the bridge’s southeasternmost wingwall is
proposed. The added taper will provide additional pavement for eastbound right turn traffic to
queue. It is not expected that the scope of this project will reduce rear end and turning crashes at
Monterey Avenue.

Proposed temporary easements (TE) will be required for this project. As shown in the Proposed
Plan and Profile sheet (Exhibit E-3.0), TE at widths between 5 and 25 feet will be required along
the north and south sides of St. Charles Road.

While there is both regulatory floodway and floodplain designated within the project work limits,
there is no proposed fill within the floodway or floodplain. Due to the fact that only the bridge
deck is being replaced with the lowest beam elevation of about 669 ft, the proposed 100-year
water surface elevation (WSEL) is well below at an elevation of 667 ft. Therefore, there is no
floodplain or floodway fill associated with this project. The piers and abutments will remain in
place and the bridge waterway opening will not be altered in the proposed condition.

All of the debris will be removed from the west pier and scour countermeasures. The proposed
countermeasures consist of sheet piles around each pier. In order to avoid impacts to the Waters
of the United States (WOUS), the piles will be installed from the bridge deck under staged
construction.

There are no sensitive flood receptors in the vicinity of the bridge. The 500-year WSEL passes
under the low beam elevation of the St. Charles Road Bridge. See Hydraulic Report (under a
separate cover) for more details and exhibits.

Moreover, EPA regulations for vehicle engines and fuels will cause overall MSATs to decline
significantly over the next 20 years.

Traffic will be maintained across the St. Charles Road bridge during all stages of construction.
Construction can be accomplished in three stages that involve shifting traffic to the south and
north halves of the bridge (Stages 1 and 2, respectively) to accommodate the replacement of the
superstructure and roadway widening. Because of the bridge’s proximity to the IL Route 83 and
St. Charles Road intersection, temporary traffic signals are necessary to accommodate the lane
shifts and lane reductions. In addition, one of the the northbound left turn lanes will need to be
closed due to one receiving lane on St. Charles Road.
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The Type, Size, and Location (TS&L) study was included as part of the PBDHR submittal
package. The TS&L incorporated the corresponding staged construction plan identified in the
TMP. The CBO approved the PBDHR submittal on 12/8/2016. The PBDHR approval is located in
Appendix A-4.2 (Coordination — CBO).

The existing St. Charles Road Bridge deck over Salt Creek will be replaced. The bridge
abutments and piers will remain in place. The bridge deck and approach roadway are being
widened by approximately 1 foot. The existing roadway storm sewer system will remain in place
with rims to be adjusted as needed. There is one drainage outlet within the project limits. All of
the roadway storm sewer systems and the adjacent tributary area drain to Salt Creek. Due to
the fact that less than 25,000 sf of new impervious area is proposed no stormwater detention is
required per the DuPage County Stormwater & Floodplain Ordinance.

Salt Creek has both a regulatory floodway and floodplain delineated north and south of St.
Charles Road per the DuPage County Regulatory Flood Map (RFM). The RFM depicts a 100-yr
water surface elevation (WSEL) of 668 at the upstream (north) face of the St. Charles Road
Bridge. This is well below the existing/proposed bridge low chord elevation of 669.27.  Sheet
piling will be installed around the existing piers as a scour countermeasure however the sheet
piling will be installed below the streambed elevation. No proposed fill in the floodway or
floodplain will occur as a result of this project. The bridge meets both of the applicable IDOT
freeboard requirements.

Charles Road, from Monterey Avenue to IL 83, Villa Park and Elmhurst, DuPage County. This
report was prepared on behalf of the lllinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) by the lllinois

State Geological Survey (ISGS).

The following sites were examined for this project. The tables below list sites along the project for
which recognized environmental conditions (RECs)* were identified for each address or address
range (Table 1); sites along the project for which only de minimis conditions were identified (Table
2); sites along the project for which no RECs or de minimis conditions were identified (Table 3); and
sites adjoining but not on the project that were identified on environmental databases (Table 4).

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1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

V3 Companies (V3) has completed a Preliminary Environmental Site Assessment (PESA) of the
St. Charles Road Bridge over Salt Creek located on St. Charles Road from Monterey Avenue to
lllinois Route 83 in Villa Park, lllinois (Site). The report was prepared for the Village of Villa Park
and dated November 20, 2015. This PESA has been conducted in general conformance with
the scope and limitations of A Manual for Preliminary Environmental Site Assessments for
lllinois Department of Transportation Highway Projects and American Society of Testing and
Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase |
Environmental Site Assessment Process (Standard E1527-2005). The following provides a
summary of our findings, opinions, and conclusions regarding environmental conditions at the
Site.

11 Recognized Environmental Conditions

A Recognized environmental condition (REC) is defined by ASTM E1527-05 as “the presence
or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under
conditions that indicate an existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release of
any hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures on the property or into the
ground, groundwater, or surface water of the property. The term includes hazardous
substances or petroleum products even under conditions in compliance with laws. The term is
not intended to include de minimis conditions that generally do not present a threat to human
health or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of an enforcement action
if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies. Conditions determined to be
de minimis are not recognized environmental conditions.” (Italics denote terms with specific
ASTM definitions).

This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs in connection with the Site, except for the
following:

o “Villa Quick Service” — former UST site located at 543 E. St. Charles Road: According to
the 1947 and 1954 Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, a filling station (or gasoline station)
and a small building (store) is shown at the southwest corner of St. Charles Road and
Monterey Ave. Historical aerial photographs and city directories indicate
industrial/commercial use of this site (including gasoline stations) since 1952 to 1971.
The status of the UST facility is closed in the lllinois Office of the State Fire Marshal
database. On December 1, 1987, two 10,000-gallon gasoline USTs were removed,
along with one 5,000-gallon diesel fuel UST. The USTs were installed, used and
removed during a time when USTs and related environmental impacts were not strictly
regulated. Furthermore, there is no documentation that environmental soil sampling was
completed in connection with the UST system removals to assess subsurface conditions
in the former tank locations. Without documentation regarding subsurface conditions,
and given the less stringent regulatory requirements at the time of installation, use, and
removal of the USTSs, it is possible that residual contamination could be present at this
facility in association with the former USTs which represents evidence of an REC in
connection with the Site.

e Former Marathon Gasoline Station - 601 W. St. Charles Road:  Review of regulatory
listings, city directories, and aerial photographs indicate a former gasoline station
occupied the northeasten adjoining property from at least 1971 to 1978. The record
search lists two 6,000-gallon USTs, one 8,000-gallon UST, and one 550-gallon UST of
unknown substances that are exempt from registration and last used in 1975 and

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removed in 1978. The USTs were installed, used and removed during a time when
USTs and related environmental impacts were not strictly regulated.

e Underground, high-pressure petroleum pipeline: During site reconnaissance, markers
and vent pipes for an underground, high-pressure petroleum pipeline were observed
along the west side of lllinois Route 83. A representative from Buckeye Partners, L.P.,
the pipeline company, was contacted and he indicated that, the pipeline was installed in
the 1950’s and that to his knowledge, there was no known releases or spills from this
pipeline near the Site based on monitoring equipment and observations during a recent
preventative maintenance repair of the pipeline.  The petroleum pipeline being in
operation near the Site since the 1950’s during a time when environmental and
transportation regulations were less stringent is evidence of an REC in connection with
the Site.

e Former Amoco Oil Co. #6943 Gasoline Station - 575 St. Charles Rd., ElImhurst, 1L
60126. This gas station was formerly located at the northeast corner of lllinois Route 83
and St. Charles Road. This corner is currently occupied by a multi-tenant commercial
building. There was a documented release of gasoline from this facility, and an lllinois
EPA NFR letter has been issued. The highway authority agreement within the NFR
letter states that contaminated soil and/or groundwater may exist within the lllinois
Route 83 ROW immediately adjoining to the Site which represents evidence of an REC
in connection with the Site.

1.2 Historic Recognized Environmental Conditions

A historic recognized environmental condition (HREC) is an environmental condition which in
the past would have been considered a recognized environmental condition, but which may or
may not be considered a recognized environmental condition currently.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of HRECs in connection with the Site.

1.3 Identified Data Gaps

Under the ASTM/AAI standards, if data gaps are identified during the ESA process, the EP must
comment on their significance and whether such gaps affect the overall findings. Data gaps
“are a lack of or inability to obtain information required by the standards and practices listed in
the regulation despite good faith efforts by the “Environmental Professional (EP)” or The User to
gather such information.” A data gap is significant if other information and/or professional
experience raises reasonable concerns involving the “data gap.”

The following data gaps were identified, but have not been deemed significant:
» Information regarding the chain-of-title ownership history or environmental liens recorded

against the Site was not provided by the User. Environmental lien searches were not
conducted as part of the scope of work for this Project.

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» The User Questionnaire was not provided for this assessment.

» Fire insurance maps were available for only a portion of the western portion of the Site
and not the entire Site.

1.4 PESA Risk Findings

After a review of all available information, this Site is found to be a moderate risk based on
indications that identify a potential for soil or water contamination or other environmental hazard;
however, the hazard was not verified by local agency testing.

Review for lllinois Endangered Species Protection and lllinois Natural
Areas Preservation — Part 1075

The lllinois Natural Heritage Database contains no record of State-listed
threatened or endangered species, lllinois Natural Area Inventory sites,
dedicated lllinois Nature Preserves, or registered Land and Water Reserves in
the vicinity of the project location. Therefore, consultation under Part 1075 is
terminated.

This review for compliance with 17 lll. Adm. Code Part 1075 is valid for two
years unless new information becomes available that was not previously
considered; the proposed improvement is modified; or additional species,
essential habitat, or Natural Areas are identified in the vicinity. If the
proposed improvement has not been implemented within two years of the
date of this memorandum, or any of the above listed conditions develop, a
new review will be necessary.

Review for lllinois Interagency Wetland Policy Act — Part 1090

We received the Wetland Impact Evaluation form dated November 15, 2016.
The form indicates that there will be no impacts to wetlands. Wetland review
under Part 1090 is terminated.
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Review for Endangered Species Act - Section 7

The proposed improvement was reviewed in fulfillment of our obligation under
Section 7(a)2 of the Endangered Species Act. Our review included use of the
US Fish and Wildlife Service’s Information for Planning and Conservation (IPaC)
web-based review tool. Through IPaC, an official species list was received and
is saved to the project folder. The list contains the endangered, threatened,
proposed and candidate species and proposed and designated critical habitat
that may be present within or in the vicinity of the proposed improvement. The
following species are listed in DuPage County: northern long-eared bat (NLEB),
eastern massasauga, Hine's emerald dragonfly, eastern prairie fringed orchid
(EPFO), leafy-prairie clover, Mead’s milkweed and prairie bush-clover. There is
Hine’s emerald dragonfly designated critical habitat (unit 5) located in DuPage
County; this habitat is located approximately 19 miles south of the proposed
improvement.

Northern long-eared bat

Northern long-eared bat suitable summer habitat consists of a wide variety of
forested or wooded habitats where they roost, forage, and travel and may also
include some adjacent and interspersed non-forested habitats such as emergent
wetlands and adjacent edges of agricultural fields, old fields and pastures. This
includes forests and woodlots containing potential roosts (i.e., live trees or snags
23 inches dbh that have exfoliating bark, cracks, crevices, or hollows) as well as
linear features such as fencerows, riparian forests, and other wooded corridors.
These wooded areas may be dense or loose aggregates of trees with variable
amounts of canopy closure. Individual trees may be considered suitable habitat
when they exhibit characteristics of suitable roost trees and are within 1,000 feet
of other forested or wooded habitat. Trees found in highly-developed urban
areas (e.g., street irees, downtown areas) are extremely unlikely to be suitable
NLEB habitat.

Tree removal at this time is undetermined. Land cover in the vicinity of the
proposed improvement is residential. The consultant performed a bat habitat
assessment on November 24, 2015. They did not identify any potential roost
trees and determined there is no suitable bat habitat in the project corridor.
There are no records of maternity roost trees, maternity colonies or hibernaculum
in the vicinity of the project.

We assessed the potential for adverse impacts to the NLEB in accordance with
the Programmatic Biological Opinion on Final 4(d) Rule for the Northern Long-
Eared Bat and Activities Excepted from Take Prohibitions and determined that
the proposed improvement will have no effect on the NLEB.

Eastern prairie fringed orchid

Eastern prairie fringed orchid occurs in a wide variety of habitats, from mesic
prairie to wetland communities such as sedge meadows, marsh edges and even
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bogs. It requires full sunlight for optimum growth and flowering, which restricts it
to grass- and sedge-dominated plant communities. The substrate of the sites
where it occurs ranges from neutral to mildly calcareous. Occasionally the orchid
colonizes successional habitats or recolonizes previously occupied areas.

We evaluated the limits of the proposed improvement for the presence of
potentially suitable EPFO habitat. Our evaluation included the use of EPFO
guidance from the US Fish and Wildlife Service, Chicago Ecological Services
Field Office. There are no prairies or high quality wetlands in the project area.
We determined there would be no effect to EPFO from the proposed
improvement.

We have determined that the proposed improvement is not likely to jeopardize
the continued existence of any endangered species or threatened species or
result in the destruction or adverse modification of any critical habitat.

Should the proposed improvement be modified or new information indicate listed

or proposed species may be affected, consultation or additional coordination
should be initiated.

This is the first presentation of this project. The purpose of this meeting is to present the general
scope of the project and the current status of the design.

The project is located within the Village of Villa Park and the City of EImhurst in DuPage County.
St. Charles Road is a Minor Arterial under City of Elmhurst and the Village of Villa Park’s
jurisdiction. The average daily traffic (ADT) for St. Charles road is 23,200 vpd. St. Charles Road is
a non-designated truck route.

The project limits are from Monterey Avenue to just east of the Salt Creek bridge on St. Charles
Road. A crash analysis was performed for the years 2013 through 2015 within the project limits and a
total number of 6 crashes occurred. All of the crashes occurred at the intersections of Monterey Avenue
and St. Charles Road. No crashes occurred on the bridge.

The most common crash type was Sideswipe (Same Direction) with 3 crashes (50%), followed by 2
Rear End crashes (33%), and 1 Sideswiped (Opposite Direction) (16%). Most of the crashes occurred
west of the bridge during the daytime (66%) and under dry pavement conditions. The high percentage of
sideswipe crashes may be attributed to the narrow lane widths.

V3 also noted that the existing St. Charles Road has two lanes in each direction with 5> wide
sidewalks on both sides of the road. Approaching eastbound, from Monterey Ave, the pavement
widens to a five-lane section across the bridge. The bridge approaches are 53 feet wide and consist
of two 10.5” outside lanes, 11’ inside lanes, and a 10’ wide left turn lane.

V3 completed the first draft of the Bridge Condition Report (BCR) and presented its findings. The
bridge width is 55 feet. The structure is a simple three span, 17” deep PPC deck beam bridge with
asphalt overlay and cast-in-place concrete sidewalks and parapets. The asphalt wearing surface
varies from 2 to 4 74 over a waterproofing membrane system. There is a 2 utility gap between the
two outer deck beams on the north and south side of the bridge. There are 9 ducts running through
the 2’ gap on the north side of the bridge. The substructure is rated a 7. The abutments are
cantilevered walls and the piers are solid walls both in good condition with minor spalls and cracks.
There is an existing 78 storm sewer that passes through the west abutment and outlets at the
southwest end of the west slopewall. There is some evidence of scour at the bridge. Some of the
more significant scour issues appear to be due to the 78 diameter storm sewer outfall. Unless the
bridge is realigned or storm sewer outfall is relocated, these scour issues will continue regardless if

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substructure is replaced. While evidence of some scour was found, the bridge is in generally good
condition. The NBIS scour rating for the bridge is an 8.

V3 stated that the design criteria will be based on 3R Policy. Posted speed limit on St. Charles
Road is 30 mph, with a design speed of 35 mph. No design exceptions are anticipated.

The proposed scope of the project is to replace the superstructure of the Salt Creek Bridge,
including approach. The superstructure will be replaced with 17" deep PPC Deck beams and a 5
concrete wearing surface and results in raising the profile by approximately 3 inches. The new
superstructure will be widened 6” to the North and the South. The sidewalk and the parapet will
cantilever 6” off of the deck beams. The 2’ gaps between the outside beams for utilities will be
removed. Any utilities to remain will be verified and relocated in conduits placed along the parapet
wall. The abutments and piers will be repaired with Structural Repair of Concrete (< 5”) and Epoxy
Crack Sealing. The top 5.5’ of the 10’ long wingwalls will be removed and replaced at all 4 corners
to accommodate the 6” superstructure widening. The approaches will be widened 1’ to the north
and south and resurfaced with asphalt to accommodate the five 11’ wide lanes. Scour
countermeasures will be implemented at the piers and all of the debris will be removed from the
west pier. This work will be completed using stage construction.

V3 also summarized the status of the environmental coordination. V3 has received cultural
clearances and is currently awaiting biological, wetland, and special waste clearances. The Wetland
Delineation is complete and V3 anticipates less than 0.1 acres to be impacted. The Local PESA
report was completed and submitted to Local Roads for review.

V3 stated that they will continue coordination with local agencies involved. They noted that during
construction they anticipate the Salt Creek Greenway bike trail to be temporarily closed. The path
was funded by IDOT Congestion Mitigation Air Quality Program (CMAQ), Illinois Department of
Natural Resources’ (IDNR) bike path program, and the DuPage Mayors and Managers
Transportation Control Measures Program. The Forest Preserve District of DuPage County entered
an Intergovernmental Agreement with the ElImhurst Park District (EPD) to lease certain properties
along Salt Creek to the Park District.

V3 indicated that the existing bike path which crosses beneath the existing bridge, would be closed
during construction and the bicycles be rerouted to use a temporary at grade crossing utilizing the
existing sidewalks ramps. IDOT noted that the temporary closure of the bike path would require the
preparation of a Section 4(f) de minimis impact report. This impact will require agency
coordination and public involvement. IDOT also requires a letter of consent from the Park District
and Forest Preserve confirming that there is no adverse impact to the use of the bike path.

IDOT recommended that detours of the bike path be considered. The use of the local side streets
would have very little adverse travel distance. V3 will evaluate and submit detour route plans to
IDOT for review.

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IDOT will require a public meeting presenting the proposed improvements, staging, and trail detour
plan. The public meeting for the overall project and the 4(f) can occur simultaneously. The meeting
and opportunity for public comment must take place prior to obtaining a letter of consent from the
Forest Preserve. IDOT also reminded V3/Villa Park that the Public Meeting must be advertised
twice prior to the meeting in accordance with IDOT policy.

IDOT and the FHWA confirmed the proposed scope, project limits and that this project should be
processed as a Federally Approved Categorical Exclusion.

Provided that there are no adverse impacts related to the bike path and all environmental clearances
are cleared, there is no need for further meetings on this project.

This is the second presentation of this project. The purpose of this meeting is to present the
proposed improvements and design exceptions, summarize the bike detour and Section 4(f)
coordination, and discuss design approval status.

The project is located within the Village of Villa Park and the City of ElImhurst in DuPage County.
Three quarters of the bridge is located in the City of EImhurst, while one quarter is within the
Village of Villa Park. An agreement between the two municipalities obligates the Village of Villa
Park with 100% maintenance responsibilities.

The existing St. Charles Road bridge has been determined by IDOT to be deficient and in need of
repair. The bridge has been weight-limit posted by the Village of Villa Park. The bridge approaches
are 53 feet wide and consist of two 10.5” outside lanes, 11’ inside lanes, and a 10’ wide left turn
lane. Existing St. Charles Road has five feet wide sidewalks on both sides of the road.

The purpose of this project is to replace the superstructure and provide scour countermeasures to
address maintenance concerns. The superstructure will be replaced with 17” deep PPC Deck beams
and a five-inch concrete wearing surface, which results in raising the profile by approximately three
inches. The new superstructure will be widened six inches to the north and the south to
accommodate five 11° lanes. The sidewalk and the parapet will cantilever 6” off of the deck beams.
This work will be completed using stage construction.

The project limits are from Monterey Avenue to just east of the Salt Creek bridge on St. Charles
Road. The design criteria is based on 3R Policy. Posted speed limit on St. Charles Road is 30 mph,
with a design speed of 30 mph.

The following design exceptions were requested and submitted for approval prior to the meeting:
maintained existing 113’ taper across the bridge, maintained existing 111’ taper across the bridge,
and maintained existing 4” wide sidewalk with a 1’ paved buffer width behind the back of curb.
The first two exceptions related to taper/storage lengths are due to the proximity of IL Route 83 and
Monterey Avenue. The design intent is to maximize the eastbound left turn storage onto IL Route
83. The five-foot wide sidewalk is maintained since the existing substructure cannot support any
further widening beyond the proposed width. Additional widening to achieve the six-foot minimum

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sidewalk would result in replacement of the substructure and increase impacts to the waterway and
environment. The Village of Villa Park signed off on the design exceptions. At the meeting,
IDOT/FHWA concurred with the requested design exceptions.

V3 summarized the bike detour and Section 4(f) process. The existing Salt Creek Greenway
Regional Trail runs north-south and a portion of the trail is located within the project limits and
underneath the St. Charles Road bridge. The Forest Preserve entered an Intergovernmental
Agreement with the Elmhurst Park District and authorized the Park District to maintain the trail
within the project limits.

Because of the proposed improvements, the trail will be temporarily closed and users detoured for
the duration of the proposed construction. The temporary closure of the bike trail warranted the
preparation of a Section 4(f) De Minimis Impact Report. As part of the 4(f) process, two
alternatives were considered and coordinated with IDOT, Villa Park, the Forest Preserve, EImhurst
Park District, City of Elmhurst, the public, and bicycle interest groups. The first alternative re-
routes pedestrians and bicyclists to Villa Avenue to avoid crossing the work zone area and utilize
the signalized crossing at St. Charles Road. Villa Avenue contains sidewalk on both sides of the
street, while a portion of the road is already part of the trail, between 2nd Street and Thomas Street.

FHWA inquired whether trail users would be allowed on the existing path during construction. V3
stated that adequate signage will be installed to close the existing path between the Thomas Street
and Wildwood Avenue entrances.

The second bike detour alternative utilizes the existing trail until it meets with the existing sidewalk
leading upto the bridge deck. A temporary mid-block crossing would be necessary as well as
additional safety measures since this alternative is within the proposed construction zone.

Based on feedback from jurisdictions involved, the first alternative was preferred since it keeps trail
users further away from construction, provides a signalized crossing at St. Charles Road, and the
northern portion of Villa Avenue is already included as part of the trail.

V3 advertised the Section 4(f) Report which included the proposed improvements and suggested
detour route. The public were given two opportunities for review and comment through
advertisements to the Daily Herald as well as letters to public officials and bicycle interest groups.
The groups were notified of the preferred detour route, where to view the report, and where to send
or email their comments. The full report was made available online at Villa Park’s website and
hard copies at the Village of Villa Park Public Works and the EImhurst Park District offices. The
comment period lasted 4 weeks. No comments were received from the public, property owners, or

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bicycle interest groups. Both the Forest Preserve and Park District signed a written letter of
concurrence stating no adverse effect determination after the public comment period ended.

Both Central Office and District 1 reviewed the Section 4(f) report with minor comments. V3
addressed the comments and received direction to add the approved Section 4(f) De Minimis
Impact report to the Final Project Report via email last week.

V3 then summarized the status of environmental coordination clearances and documents
received.V3 received the Cultural, Special Waste, Biological/Natural Resources, and Wetland
Clearances. V3 received the Preliminary Bridge Design & Hydraulic Report (PBDHR) from the
Bureau of Bridge & Structures (BBS). The Village of Villa Park received the Regulated Floodway
Construction Permit. V3 submitted a Letter of No Objection (LONO) Request to the Army Corp
and received Project Manager information and the Corp Reference number.

FHWA suggested that the state and local PESA be validated prior to Design Approval. IDOT and
V3 noted that both the state and local PESA documents will be validated, respectively.

V3 concluded the meeting by summarizing the next steps of the design approval process. A
Federally Approved Categorical Exclusion was confirmed at the initial project meeting in March
last year. Since then, the first draft of the Project Report was submitted to both D1 and Central
BLRS. V3 received comments from both offices and will incorporate them into the report. The next
step is to finalize the project report and proceed with seeking design approval.

FHWA/IDOT noted that since all environmental clearances were cleared and no comments were
received regarding the Section 4(f) De Minimis Impact, this project would be considered a State
Approved Categorical Exclusion. V3 was directed to use the BLR 22211 form for the cover page
BLR 22210. FHWA will forward the appropriate checklist to IDOT/V3.

We are contacting you on behalf of the Village of Villa Park regarding the preliminary
engineering studies for the subject project. V3 Companies is the Village’s engineering
consultant conducting a preliminary engineering and environmental study (Phase |) for the St.
Charles Road Bridge improvements over Salt Creek.

The existing bridge has been determined by IDOT to be deficient and has been weight-limit
posted by the Village of Villa Park. The purpose of this project is to repair the bridge and
address maintenance concerns. The proposed improvements include replacement of the bridge
superstructure, minor widening of the roadway to accommodate five 11 foot wide travel lanes,
new sidewalk, new parapet walls, and scour countermeasures to be implemented within Salt
Creek at the bridge piers. Please refer to the enclosed preliminary plan & profile sheet for
additional details.

Within the project limits, the Salt Creek Greenway Trail crosses underneath the St. Charles
Road bridge and provides access to St. Charles Road street level. Since the St. Charles Road
bridge superstructure will be replaced, the trail will be closed from Thomas Street (to the north)
to Wildwood Avenue (to the south). For the duration of construction, trail users will be detoured
to Villa Avenue.

It is anticipated that two-way traffic will be maintained on St. Charles Road during all stages of
construction with only limited night-time closures.

Please see the attached sketch of the right-turn lane taper for your review. | discussed the taper and how to
incorporate it into the bridge elements with our structural engineer. Here is a brief summary of how we’ll
accomplish this and some notes.

¢ The taper begins after the 10’ wingwall. We're leaving the existing wingwall base and adding a new
extension for the necessary widening. Doing this limits how much we can move/taper the wingwall
without having to replace it. We are suggesting leaving the wingwall as originally proposed and starting
the taper just after it.

e The sidewalk will be installed on the approach slab similar to the other 3 sides. You can see a slight shift
in the sidewalk due to the transition of the sidewalk being on the approach slab to behind the curb &
gutter.

* The approach slab has been extended to accommodate the taper. Due to the size, number, and the
spacing of reinforcement bars, the taper rate is limited. We are suggesting a 5.3:1 taper which is
constructible according to our structural engineer.

e With the taper rate at 5.3:1, IDOT may require us to add this to our design exceptions.

We are submitting this sketch today to IDOT and discussing incorporating this change into the Phase I. If you have
any further comments or concur with this sketch, please let me know.

Jim Rogers returned my earlier call.

He has the following comments regarding the proposed detour route for the St Charles Road Bridge Rehabilitation
project.

He did not like the idea of an at grade pedestrian crossing of St. Charles Road within the construction site or anywhere
else for that matter. He was concerned because the users of the facility are not used to crossing St. Charles at they are
always very aware of their surroundings and traffic.

Jim recommended that both pedestrian and bike traffic be routed along Villa Avenue from the intersection of the Great
Western trail and the on street connection between the Great Western trail and the lllinois Prairie Path to the on-street
portion of the Prairie Path a the intersection of Thomas Street and Villa Avenue. This detour route will have very little
adverse travel distance to anyone using the trail with destinations north or south of the detour route. Only the residents
within the neighborhood bounded by Villa Avenue, Wildwood Avenue, Thomas Street and Monteray Avenue would be
impacted.

The District has concerns
about the trail detour routes you are suggesting which both involve a mid-block crossing of St. Charles
Road. Mid-block crossings are never ideal, particularly on major streets such as St. Charles Road. A mid-
block crossing in this location could pose a hazard to trail users who be directed to cross a busy 5-lane
road at an unsignalized location.

Instead, we suggest providing a trail detour along Villa Avenue which would provide trail users a crossing
of St. Charles Road at a signalized intersection. Salt Creek Greenway Trail users could access Villa
Avenue from the south at the lllinois Prairie Path and would then meet up with the Salt Creek Greenway
Trail at the intersection of Villa Avenue and Thomas Street to continue north along the existing trail
alignment.

We also wish to clarify the ownership status of the property along the project limits. In your letter, you
state: “It is V3's understanding that the Forest Preserve District of DuPage County (FPDDC) entered into
an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Elmhurst Park District (EPD) to transfer the properties along Salt
Creek in the vicinity of the St. Charles Road Bridge, to EDP".

Attachment 1: Description of Project

The project is located within the Village of Villa Park and the City of EImhurst in DuPage
County. St. Charles Road is a suburban section with two lanes in each direction and
sidewalks on both sides of the road. The westernmost project limits begin at Monterey
Avenue and end approximately 100 ft east of the St. Charles Road Bridge. Within the
project limits, St. Charles Road widens out to a five-lane section that consists of 10.5 ft
outside lanes, 11 ft inside lanes, and a 10 ft wide left turn lane.

The St. Charles Road Bridge over Salt Creek is located within the jurisdictions of the
Village of Villa Park and the City of Elmhurst. The northwest, northeast and southeast
guadrants of the bridge are located in the City of Elmhurst and the southwest quadrant
is located in the Village of Villa Park. An agreement between the two municipalities
obligates Villa Park with 100% of the maintenance responsibilities for the bridge.

The proposed improvements include minor widening of the roadway to accommodate

five 11 ft wide lanes and the replacement of the bridge superstructure. The existing
substructure will be maintained.

Attachment 2: Strategies Considered

Two strategies were considered to determine the most effective way to manage traffic
control for the project. The current ADT along St. Charles Road (west of IL Route 83) is
23,200 vehicles per day (vpd).

The first alternative is a detour route utilizing IL Route 53, IL Route 64, and IL Route 83
while the second alternative maintains traffic along St. Charles Road during all stages of
construction. Under both alternatives, the estimated duration of construction is
anticipated to last 6 months.

Alternative 1

The State Route detours were considered due to the existing pavement sections and

lane configurations necessary to accommodate diverted St. Charles Road traffic. Exhibit
1, in Appendix A, identifies the route and allowable traffic movements along the detour.

*Note: A section of IL Route 53 narrows down to a two-lane section between Meadow
Avenue and Sunset Avenue (approximately 2,000 feet), just south of IL Route 64. At the
intersection, IL Route 53 widens out to a six-lane section.

Although the State Routes would bypass construction, the detour results in a significant
adverse travel distance of 5.4 miles. In addition, 14 existing traffic signals are
anticipated to require signal optimizations because of the increased traffic volumes.
Considering the adverse travel distance and signal timing modifications, the estimated
cost of the detour is approximately $1.97 Million. Reference Appendix B for the
breakdown of costs.

Alternative 2

The second alternative maintains traffic across the St. Charles Road bridge during all
stages of construction. The construction can be accomplished in three stages that
involve shifting traffic to the south and north sides of the bridge (Stages 1 and 2,
respectively) to accommodate the replacement of the superstructure and roadway
widening. As St. Charles Road traffic approaches the project limits, the lanes shift and
merge to one lane in each direction across the bridge. At the intersection of IL Route 83,
exclusive left and right turn lanes are provided along St. Charles Road to maintain traffic
channelization during construction. Because of the bridge’s proximity to the IL Route 83
and St. Charles Road intersection, temporary traffic signals are necessary to
accommodate the lane shifts and lane reductions. In addition, one of the the northbound
left turn lanes will need to be closed due to one receiving lane on St. Charles Road.

Pedestrian accommodations along St. Charles Road will be maintained and will
correspond with the designated stages. Exhibits 2.1 and 2.2 (Appendix A) highlight
Stages 1 and 2 of Alternative 2.

As part of Stage 3, all lanes across the bridge will be open. Resurfacing and pavement
striping work will be completed under daily lane closures. It is anticipated that the
temporary traffic signal and a single northbound left turn lane on IL Route 83 will remain
during this stage.

The estimated cost of staged construction is approximately $220,000. Reference
Appendix B for the breakdown of costs.

Attachment 3: Recommendation

Delays and increased queues are unavoidable under both alternatives. It can be
expected that truck and commuter traffic will modify their routes to avoid traffic and that
local traffic will disperse among the local roadway network. Although the detour route
would bypass construction, the costs associated with the adverse travel distance and
existing signal optimizations along the detour is significant.

Stage Construction (Alternative 2) is the recommended and most economical method of
managing traffic for the St. Charles Road Bridge improvements. Stage Construction

minimizes the adverse travel distance for traffic along the route and is a fraction of the
cost for implementing a detour.
